In-mold labeling is a container decoration method where a label is placed in the mold before a plastic container is
formed. The label, made of the same resin as the container, fuses with the container walls becoming a part of the

container itself. Once removed from the mold, the container is ready to be stacked and shipped.

When it comes to in-mold labeling, precision is the key. Labels must be constructed of substrates, inks and coatings
that are specifically formulated to withstand the rigors of the molding process. Extreme accuracy is critical when

cutting in-mold labels as even the slightest variation in label size can cause major problems during molding.

Though this decorating method is highly precise, in-mold labeling offers

many advantages:

» Reduced manufacturing time. Rather than molding the container, then
sending it to a separate labeling application, IML allows you to do it all
in one step.

e Superior Graphic Quality. Graphics are drastically improved over direct
printing and pressure sensitive labels, with in-mold labels there is zero risk

of the label becoming compromised during the filling process, shipping, or
while on the shelf at the store.
